Treasurer Jane Schalk reported our 4th quarter income tax settlement was up 6.3% over last year, same period and we received our 2nd casino tax payment for FY22 which was $11,669.  She also informed the Board we will be receiving $192,176 in open-enrolled, special education excess costs while paying out $14,187 for outgoing students’ excess costs. 
5-12 Principal Justin Johnson updated the Board on several items including state mandated ACT testing for Juniors, Ohio state testing at the end of March and work being done on next year’s student schedules.  He also informed the Board about upcoming events including National Machinery awards, homecoming, a pep assembly and the senior class trip.
Superintendent David Rombach reported kindergarten pre-screening for next school year indicates we will have about 36 students screened. Screening is on April 30th. We will once again be applying for a social/emotional grant for next school year. He also reported the district has used six calamity days so far this year and that our elementary S.A.I.L. student groups have been quite busy. He finished with a discussion on preschool and the possibility of operating our own preschool program.
