He also reported he is reviewing the student handbook and will present it in May for approval in June. 

Superintendent David Rombach reported our open enrollment registration period will be May 1st through May 31st.  We are offering online registration again this year. He reviewed with the Board several maintenance items that will be addressed this summer including a track shed and main office carpet and painting. Finally, he announced our Right to Read week will be the first week in May with the theme “Grow with a Good Book”.  He invited Board members to participate by reading in a classroom.
